Expected Coat colors when Breeding Labrador Retrievers
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This chart is intended to give an indication of the expected coat colors which are produced when breeding different color Labs. Where
there is a mixture of colors shown in a litter the percentages shown are based on the statistical probability expected over the long haul,
but are not intended to be an exact prediction. In the areas where a single color for the entire litter is shown the expectations are fairly
certain. For example when a pure black (BBEE) is bred to any other color all of the pups will have the black coat color and when two
yellows are bred together they will only produce yellow pups.
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
